Project SD 02 Site: KRSTAC
The project SD 02 Site: KRSTAC started in September 2003, consisted of different actions and events, and during 2 years gathered a huge number of participants and institutions.

Project were realized trough different phases:

1. First-initial action was Site specific workshop Krstac was held from 12th until 15th September 2003. in the abandoned village of Krstac, Montenegro. Organizers: University of Arts Belgrade (department of scene design) and NGO: The group for better Petrovac.
The project was based on the workshop in ambient (site-specific) scenography design which, being a part of the curriculum in the second semester of the postgraduate studies in Scene Design at the University of Arts in Belgrade, was led by Tomaš Žižka, a professor of the Prague Academy of Drama Arts (DAMU). The workshop had taken place during September 2003 in Belgrade, Petrovac and the village of Krstac in Paštrovići, in Montenegro. The workshop explored the correlation between space and an event in a traditional rural environment that has almost been abandoned but the physical structure of which endured and now demanded to be re-examined in a new context - that of time, society, culture, even politics. The workshop ended with artistic actions and hints at possible interventions in the village, and a process was initiated - the process of new analyses, readings and interpretations of the considered topics in a wider context, that of the relation between the space and the scene event.
2. Making a CD-ROM presentation: postproduction of the workshop Krstac, 16th September – 5th February 2004.

3. The presentation of the project: Multimedia exhibition at the administrative Building of the University of Arts in Belgrade, February 2004.
4. New events in village of Krstac, 19th -21st march 2004.
Going back to Krstac inspired new ideas and expiriences. The project has developed through new events that represent another way to interact with the villagers and the local cultural institutions.

A colective virtual ritual at the cultural centre Rezevici, Montenegro. The organizers: mamapapa Prague, CSU-media lab-Leleni-Prague, YUSTAT-Belgrade and University of Arts Belgrade-the department of scene design
